Check-in for Teams/Referee Registration - All coaches and referees must check-in on Tuesday, July

referee before the start of each game. All players on the team must have a player ID card from the same
national organization, ie. AYSO only, USYSA only, SAY only, etc.

Coaches Meeting - A mandatory Coaches Meeting will be held at 6pm on Tuesday, July 8, 2008,
location will be advised. All coaches must attend this meeting. The final game schedule will be distributed
at this meeting. Any game schedule you receive prior to the July 8, 2008 coaches and referee meeting is
TENTATIVE AND SUBJECT TO CHANGE. It will be the responsibility of the coach to check the final
game schedule at the Coaches Meeting.

Games — All teams must be prepared to play one of more games each day anytime between 8:00am and
6:00pm. The final game schedule is handed out at coaches meeting on Tuesday evening. Most games
are played on the soccer fields adjacent to the Keopuolani Park in Kahului, War Memorial Park soccer
fields, Kahului Community Center (KCC) soccer fields, and the Maui High School soccer field. We may be
having night games for the U19 Boys/Girls and U16 Boys/Girls teams at the lighted Keopuolani soccer
fields.

GOVERNORS CUP: The team among the Boy'’s Division Sportsmanship
Award winners which has compiled the highest number of
Sportsmanship points will receive a special cup donated
by the Lt. Governor of the State of Hawaii.

Teams are usually encouraged to bring
pins, patches, or other souvenirs to trade with and/or to
be given as gifts to opposing teams and referees.
